It has been a long time for 
them now. We see this empty classroom in the prison and remember the good times we had with our 

guys. Every prison volunteer that I know is feeling this pain. During this period of mid-March 2020 
until now, some of our supporters have stood strong with us. Thank you. 

 
With this pause in our prison programming, God knew I (Bruce) needed some time to 
recover from my own health issues. Another burden on my heart was our home. I 

took Liz in 2005 and move to Turlock to serve in our missionary headquarters. While 
we were gone from here, our home sat empty, deteriorating slowly. Then, we had 

three separate renters who caused great damage and lots of expense. It was my 
responsibility to put our home back together. I thank the Lord every day for paint and 
caulking. I also thank the Lord for the strength to work on this house from early until 

dark every day. I thank the Lord that during that period Liz was able to recover 
health-wise, and enjoy rich times with our daughter & husband, and the 

grandchildren in Utah. Thanks to our children who helped us buy things and install things for the 
house. Thanks to those of you who helped with prayer support, funds, or a phone call.
