What does the Bible say? 
John 14:6 Jesus said to Thomas, “I am the way, the TRUTH, and the life. No one can approach the Father 

except through Me”. 

John 1:14 And the Word (Jesus) became flesh and lived among us, and we saw His power & majesty (glory) 

with our own eyes – that same power & majesty (glory) that could only come from the TRUE God. 

John 5:32-33 There is another than Me (John the Baptizer) who tells you who I am; what John says about Me is 

absolutely TRUE. 

Proverbs 12:19 But the tongue of the wise promotes health. The TRUTH from the lips will be forever. 

John 4:23-24 Jesus said to the woman at the well, “The time is coming, and is already here, when the true 

worshippers will worship the Father in spirit and in truth; for the Father is seeking that kind of 

worshipper. God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit & in TRUTH. 

John 14:17 (Jesus talking about the Holy Spirit) …..”THE SPIRIT OF TRUTH …” 

John 15:26 But when the Helper (Comforter or Holy Spirit) comes, whom I (Jesus) shall send to you from the 

Father, THE SPIRIT OF TRUTH who proceeds from the Father, He will testify about Me. 

John 16:13 Jesus said, “When He, THE SPIRIT OF TRUTH, has come, He will guide you in all TRUTH.”

c. Step #3 Read the Bible every day.    (Word of truth) 

d. Step #4 Ask the Holy Spirit to fill you each day.  (Teacher of truth)
