LET’S LOOK AT GENUINE “TRUSTING GOD” IN ACTION. 
Genesis 22:1-17 (Condensed narration) 

God tested Abraham. “Abraham”- “Here I am, Lord”.  “Take your son, your only son, Isaac, whom you love, and go offer him as a 

burnt offering on a certain mountain. 
 

Abraham got up early and took Isaac his son; they split wood and then went to the designated mountain. After three days 

Abraham looked up and saw the place off in the distance. He told the servants to stay there; “we will go up there and we will 

come back to you. Abraham gave the wood to Isaac to carry; he carried the fire and the knife. 
 

Isaac asked his father, “Father, we have the wood and the fire; where’s the lamb?” Abraham said, “my son, God HIMSELF will 

provide the lamb for the offering. Then, the two continued on their journey. They arrived at the place where God instructed them 

to go. 
 

Abraham built an altar, arranged the wood, tied up his son, Isaac, and laid him on the altar. He raised the knife to kill him as a 

offering. The Angel of the Lord called, “Abraham, Abraham”. Abraham answered, “Here I am, Lord”. The Angel said, “Stop 

offering Isaac and do not harm him. You indeed fear & honor God; you have not held back you son from Me.” 

 

The story ends with: 

• Abraham sees a goat in the bushes, offers that goat in place of Isaac, calls the place “God will 

provide”. 

• God promises to multiple Abraham’s descendants and bless the whole clan.
