Moreover it is required of 

stewards (manager of someone else’s 

property) that they be faithful. 

2 Thessalonians 3:10-12 – For when we were 

with you there in Thessalonica, we gave this 

command: If anyone will not work, neither 

shall he eat…They should live in an orderly 

manner, work peacefully and earn & eat their 

own food (not take someone else’s). 

Hebrews 13:5 – Let your conduct be without 

covetousness; be content with what you 

honorably & honestly have. Remember, God will 

never leave you nor forsake you. 

1 John 3:17 – Whoever has this world’s goods, 

and sees someone else (Christian or not) in 

need, and ignores that need, how can the love 

of God possibly be in that person?
