Joshua 24:15

Psalm 86:11
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Proverbs 3:5-6

If you think it is evil to serve the Lord, then CHOOSE today which gods in this land you will serve;
everybody serves something. But, as for me (Joshua) and my family, we will serve the Lord.
Remember the times you did not want to choose God?

We all serve, follow, or worship something.

Even when we make bad decisions, can God still guide us?

God wants us to start paying attention to his guidance.

Are you starting to pay more attention to God these days?

He who rejects Godly guidance and correction will experience spiritually poverty and shame. But, he who pays
attention to and accepts correction and guidance will be honored.

Is God providing guidance & correction before we know it?
There are no consequences if we ignore God.

Making good choices means we want to pay attention to God.
Is it possible that God will help us accept correction?

Is it possible that God wants our choices to be honorable?
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Galatians 6:8
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He who lives a life that only satisfies the wants of the physical body will only receive the sinful
consequences that come from our fleshly, self-centered lives. He who lives a life that pleases the Spirit of
God will receive eternal life.

Making self-centered choices will lead me to a fruitful life.

Bad choices now have no effect on me later in life.

A person of bad choices can become a person of good choices.
Has anyone only made good choices throughout their whole lives?
Is your desire to please God while making your choices?

Let us not get tired of doing good. If we do not lose heart along the way, God will bring blessing, strength,
and rewards to each of us.

Does God really care if we make good choices; it's our life.
