A Reminder 

• God gave us a conscience at creation; we were born sinners so the conscience was also sinful. 

• God still spoke to us through our conscience, allowing us to see the right & wrong around us. 

• We did not know that was happening until one day we decided to become a believer. 

• Because we are sinners, we can hear the conscience’s warning, but choose to ignore it. 

• “Lord, keep my conscience soft and tender as You build my character through the Holy Spirit.” 

Why Study the BiBle? 
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• Keep in mind that before people had (or wanted) access to the Bible, God used other ways. 

THROUGH OUR CONSCIENCE 
• The word “conscience” means “God’s person shining through”. 

• We are created “in the image of God”. (Gen. 1:26) 

• “In God’s image” means we “reflect the person of God”. 

• This conscience was created in us as part of our being. 

• The conscience is a team; the mind & the heart evaluate what we 

see, and then guides us on how to respond in our behavior. 

• The conscience is programmed by the culture around us. 

Whatever is right or wrong around us, that is how we are guided.
