• “Stupid” means “to know or to have heard the right way, but to choose the wrong way”. 
 

Proverbs 12:15 – The way of a fool is right in his own eyes, but he who is open to counsel is wise.  [Good choice.] 

Proverbs 18:2 – A fool has no delight in understanding, but only in expressing his own heart.      [We’re in a rut.] 

Numbers 6:24-26 - The Lord bless you and keep you; the Lord make his face shine on you and be gracious to you; the Lord turn 

his face toward you and give you peace.
